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From the Principal . . .

It is Enrollment time again! We have been
receiving phone calls since September and
have been training middle school Service
Learning Ambassadors to provide tours and
host 'shadowing' students. Our new bulletin
boards will soon be installed so we can show
off the power of the Core Knowledge
Sequence and the creativity of our students
and teachers. We have updated our
enrollment packets, are reformatting our web
site, and have exchanged our lottery for a
first-come, first-served process. Whew! We
are ready!

Our process begins on December 1,
2009. At 8:00 a.m. we will start taking "Intent
to Enroll" forms (for new students) and "Intent
to Return" forms (for returning families) on a
first-come, first-served basis. Priority seating
will still apply. For example, if you are
already a student at Flagstaff, or you have a
sibling enrolled at Flagstaff, you will be
bumped to the top of the list as soon as you
fill out an "Intent to Return" form. As long as
you return your "Intent to Return” form before
January 31, 2010, your spot wil be
secured. For more information about the
priority list, please visit our web site.

We will have a bulk number of seats open in
two grades, Kindergarten and 6th. However,
in Kindergarten we have a good number of
Preschool students who will slide into priority
seats, and in 6th grade, although we are
opening up another classroom of 27 seats,
we have 75 potential 5th graders moving on
to 6th grade.

Where this policy gets tricky is when a group
of students begin competing for, let's say, a
third grade seat. Suppose five of our
students in the third grade withdraw after this

year. We will offer those seats at a first-
come, first-served basis. However, students
with priority status would rise to the top of the
list, in the order in which they submitted their
"Intent to Enroll" forms, which is why the
December 1, 2009 start date becomes
important.

For returning families, "Intent to Return”
forms will go home next week, and are due
no later than January 31, 2010.

This is a good point for us to move away
from a lottery system. The lottery system
was cumbersome and drawn out.  This
system is simpler and more fair. We are
communicating our change to the general
public through advertising space as well as
on our web site. We will offer two enrollment
clinics on November 30, 2009, one during the
day, and one in the evening. Then, we will
offer several throughout the course of the
enrollment process.

We will also be hosting a Middle School
Enrollment Clinic on December 7, 2009 in
order to provide Middle School Specific
information to families.

At its finest, the Core Knowledge Sequence
provides teachers with an interdisciplinary
curricular road map by providing teachers
with opportunities to connect the content
areas (reading, writing, science, history,
math, art, music, and geography). The
projects that fill our hallways, websites, and
Friday folders represent the creativity of our
